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Volunteer Code of Conduct
The following points represent rules of conduct that apply directly to volunteers.  These do not appear in any particular order of importance.  Please initial each line to indicate your acknowledgement of the point.

I ________________________agree to follow the following Code of Conduct.

___I understand that I will be expected to maintain the confidentiality of our clients except in the event of stated abuse of human beings or animals.
___As a partner in a Christian based organization I understand that such activities as gossiping, using profanity, stealing or undermining the welfare of another volunteer or client is not appropriate.  I am expected to maintain the highest level of integrity as a CC volunteer.

___I acknowledge that as a volunteer I may not receive honorariums or be paid for conducting in CC related activities and that I shall not represent myself as an official spokesperson for Covenant Creatures.

___I agree to be prompt and reliable in reporting for my scheduled work.  I agree to attend all required meetings and training sessions and follow all program guidelines. 

___I agree that I will seriously take into account the “Safety Protocols” and adhere to them.  I acknowledge that my actions directly affect the safety and security of all other volunteers and clients.  As part of safety & awareness I will refrain from talking on my cell phone during Care Center hours or training meetings.
___In the event of a Care Center “risk situation” I will follow instructions immediately and ask questions later.
___I agree that either myself or Covenant Creatures may terminate my volunteer agreement at any time, for any reason.  I understand that it is my responsibility to inform  CC supervisors of my intention to quit, take a break from volunteering or be gone during a time I would normally be present.
